L. Publication Guidelines

1.

Originality: The research must be novel, original, and provide a new
scientific or applied contribution in its field.

Methodological Rigor: Adherence to established scientific research
standards, with a clear and precise methodology.

Relevance: The research topic must fall within the scope and interests
of the journal.

Language of Publication: The journal accepts research papers in
Arabic, English, and French. Submissions must be well-phrased and
entirely free from linguistic, spelling, and grammatical errors.

Formatting:

Researchers must prepare and format their manuscripts in
accordance with the template provided on the journal’s website.

Font: Times New Roman.

Font Size: 14 pt for the body text and subheadings; 14 pt (Bold) for
main headings; 12 pt for footnotes.

Paper Size: A4.
Margins: 2 cm on all sides (top, bottom, right, and left).

Length: A maximum of 30 pages, including figures, tables,
footnotes, and references.

Appendices: Appendices are not published and are restricted to
peer-review purposes only.

6. Abstract and Keywords:

Max 300 - word abstract is required.

If the research is in Arabic, the abstract must be in English, and vice
versa.

Provide a list of "Key Words" at the end of the abstract to facilitate
indexing and retrieval.

Blind Peer Review: To ensure anonymity, authors must avoid any
mention or indicator that might reveal their identity within the body of
the manuscript.

Rejection of Manuscripts: If a manuscript is rejected by the review
committee, it will not be returned to the author; however, the author
will be notified of the reasons for rejection. The editorial board is
committed to maintaining confidentiality and will not publish rejected
manuscripts.

1. In-Text Citations: When citing a source, include the author's surname,
year of publication, and page number in parentheses. Example: (Al-
Zoubi, 2020, p. 45).

2. References List: References must be listed at the end of the paper in
alphabetical order, following these models:

e Book: Author, Initial. (Year). Book Title. Place of Publication:
Publisher.

e Journal Article: Author, Initial. (Year). Article Title. Journal Name,
Volume (Issue), Pages.

o Electronic Source: Author. (Year). Material Title. Website Name.
URL.

3. Quotations:

e Direct quotations must be enclosed in quotation marks and cited with
the source.

o Direct quotations should not exceed 20% of the total volume of the
research.
